PARENTS! Before completing the High School CHOICE application, please ensure all demographic information in your
ParentVUE account is correct. The home address that is registered in ParentVUE as of November 13, 2015 will
determine the Residence High School. Additional High School CHOICE information packets are available at all middle
school and high school sites, and are provided in English and Spanish.

Application Process: ALL LBUSD eighth grade students must complete an Application for High School/Secondary
Specialized Programs, ONLINE. The official application will be available ONLINE beginning Monday, December 14",
The application can be accessed through ParentVUE at http://Ibschools.net. For assistance in completing the
application, please contact your Middle School Counselor or Parent University. Completed applications must be
submitted ONLINE by Wednesday, January 13™, 2016 at 11:59PM.

Private school students will utilize the same online application through ParentVUE. Private School students
must submit official transcripts for verification to the High School CHOICE Office in the Office of Equity, Access, and
College & Career Readiness, located at 1515 Hughes Way, Third Floor, Long Beach, CA 90810. Please deliver or mail
any needed documents to the same address, postmarked on or before the January 13, 2016 deadline.

Space limitations and specific program requirements may cause your first choice of high school to decline your
application. Also, applications submitted after the deadline will be considered only after all the applications turned in
on time have been acted on and after the high school knows that it still has openings for incoming gt grade students.

High School Placement: The district places students at the high schools by following the priority enroliment
procedures established in the Student Enrollment Options Handbook and the LBUSD Guidelines for Students and
Parents. High Schools begin by selecting the students for the competitive Secondary Specialized Programs. The
second priority goes to home resident students who have selected their resident high school as a first choice and to
students who have been placed at a school because their resident high school is full. The third priority goes to
students through a random School of Choice selection process.

In mid February 2016, letters of acceptance or denial for all Secondary Specialized Programs (SSPs) and final
high school assignments will be mailed home to ALL students. Students will also receive instructions on how to
submit an “Intent to Enroll” through ParentVUE. High School counselors will visit the middle and K-8 schools
during April, 2016 to help 8" grade students select their classes for 9™ grade.

Special Day Class Students: All students, including Special Day Class Students, will apply for high school programs
using the same online application. Parents and students can log into ParentVUE to access the application beginning
December 14™, 2015.

Secondary Specialized Program (SSP) —
A small learning community in LBUSD that has a competitive admissions process and
can have entrance qualification requirements.

Academic GPA (6" and 7th) —
A student’s grade point average from the two semester reports of both sixth and
seventh grade. All academic classes count, however, homeroom/advisory, non-
academic electives (i.e. Teacher’s Assistant) or Physical Education do not count toward
the academic GPA. This GPA is not weighted, therefore GATE/accelerated classes do
not give additional points.

SBAC Scores (for students who were enrolled in an LBUSD school for seventh grade) —
Last year, LBUSD seventh grade students took the Smarter Balance assessment in
English (ELA) and Mathematics (Math) to ensure that we have valid metrics for high
school choice. You can access student data through your ParentVUE account and
review your student’s performance.

Non SBAC Exam Scores (students outside of LBUSD who took another type of exam) —
If a student attended a school where a standardized exam that was not aligned with
Common Core was administered, please refer to the attached table to convert the
national percentiles for the seventh grade Reading and Math scores to the equivalent
SBAC scale score. Use those scale scores to compute the High School Academic Index in
the manner listed below.

High School Academic Index (HSAI) —
The High School Academic Index is a number that demonstrates relative high school
readiness and is calculated as such:

A student’s unweighted academic GPA (grs 6-7) x 300 = out of 1200 points possible
The first three digits on ELA scale score (gr 7) = out of 275 points max
The first three digits on Math scale score (gr. 7) = out of 278 points max

The maximum HSAI a student can earn in middle school is 1752
So, a hypothetical student with a 3.45 GPA, with scale scores of 2658 in ELA/Reading,
and 2693 in Math would have an HSAI of:
