High School Choice Application Packet for Private 
School Students 

  



Completed applications must be submitted to middle school counselors by their specified deadline. For 
most middle schools, the deadline is December 18, 2009. For Butler, Powell, and Robinson, the 
deadline is January 8, 2010. Please see the enclosed calendar for the full timeline. 
 
Private school students may pick up applications from their school or the School Choice Office, 
which is located at 3701 E. Willow St., L.B. (call 562-426-6846 ext. 279 for directions).  Private 
school students must turn in applications directly to each High School/Secondary Specialized 
Program. 
 
Please note that, because of space limitations and specific qualifications, your first school of choice 
may not be able to accept your application.  Also, late applications will be considered only after all 
applications, which met the deadline, have been acted upon and after a school determines that it still 
has openings.  
 
High School Placement:  LBUSD students are placed at the various high schools following the 
priority enrollment procedures in accordance with the guidelines established in the Student Enrollment 
Options Handbook and the LBUSD K-12 Guidelines for Students and Parents.  In brief, first priority 
goes to neighborhood students and students who have been placed at a school because their school of 
residence is full. Second priority goes to students admitted to Secondary Specialized Programs.  Third 
priority goes to students through a random School of Choice selection process.   
 
Notification letters of Secondary Specialized Program acceptance or denial for private school 
students, which is based on data from the application, will be mailed home by the Secondary 
Specialized Program coordinators in early February. District-resident private school students who are 
not accepted to a Secondary Specialized Program may enroll at their resident high school. 
 
High School Counselors will visit the middle schools during the month of March to program LBUSD 
8th grade students for high school. Each high school schedules times for district-resident private school 
students to enroll and program for the following school year. Please call your home-school registrar 
for information. 
 
SDC Students: If your 8thgrader is in a Special Education “Special Day Class” (SDC) or receives 
Resource Specialist Program (RSP) services at your private school, please contact the LBUSD 
Division of Special Education for more information about available services (562-997-8000 ext. 
8645).

Private School Students who have applied to Secondary Specialized Programs will receive via US Mail, 
notification of their status early February 2010. Students accepted into Specialized Programs will be given 
directions in the letter about enrollment procedures but should make certain to turn in the Intent to Attend to 
the accepted program by the deadline date.  
 
Private School students not attending a Secondary Specialized Program should inquire at their home residence 
school for registration dates which typically take place between March and May.  
 
 
All LBUSD students not attending a Secondary Specialized Program will be assigned to a high school no later than 
the first week in March and will receive a letter via US Mail of the assignment. High school counselors will program 
all 8th grade students for the 2010-2011 school year during the month of March.
