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INTRODUCTION: SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY

Millikan High School first opened its doors in September of 1956 with an enrollment of
2,489 students. It is now one of six comprehensive high schools in the Long Beach
Unified School District and has a current enrollment of approximately 4,200 students.
The student body is ethnically and culturally diverse. Millikan High School is an inner-
city urban school nestled in a middle class suburban neighborhood. The 2006-2007
enrollment records indicate that the schoolOs ethnic make-up is currently 51%
Hispanic/Latino, 25% White, 11% African American, 8%Asian, and 4% other. Of the
approximately 4,200 students attending Millikan, 17% are English Language Learners
(ELL). Over 2,000 students are eligible for district busses as their main form of
transportation to and from school. In addition, 62% of the students live outside of
MillikanOs enroliment area P a noteworthy statistic considering that we are a school of

Other programs in place that help increase the feeling of inclusion
in such a large school are school wide tutoring before school, during lunch and after
school; and a middle school to high school transition program called Link Crew.

Entrancerequirementsnclude an
AcademicGPA of 3.0 or higher, high standardizedest scores,and a superior
citizenship and attendance record..



The Millikan staff realizes the importance of a college education and goes to great
lengths to prepare students for a college experience. Each of the seven Small Learning
Communities at Millikan is organized in a manner that facilitates the studentsO ability to
fulfill the a-g requirements. The counseling staff is unified in their dedication to ensuring
that all students are aware of the a-g requirements. Starting in ninth grade, students are
automatically enrolled in classes that fulfill the college entrance requirements. Another
strategy used to help ensure the completion of a-g requirements is to encourage students
to take summer school and evening classes. Also, over the past two years, 19% of
Millikan students have taken or are taking Advanced Placement (AP) courses. In
addition to the many services provided by the Career Center, the career counselor is
responsible for guiding juniors and seniors through the college selection, college
application and the financial aid process. Students are also able to enroll concurrently in
classes at local community colleges. This allows them the opportunity to make up and/or
increase the number of credits needed for graduation.

The 2004-2005 Support Personnel Accountability Report Card (SPARC) revealed that
30% of MillikanOs seniors graduated with the classes necessary to apply to a UC or CSU
campus. The senior survey from the same year showed that an impressive 78% of the
graduating class had plans to pursue a post-secondary education (26% planned to
continue their education at a four year university, and 52% intended to pursue post-
secondary education in the form of a community college or vocational/trade school).
Though these statistics are encouraging, the Millikan community continues to strive for
excellence by submitting a proposal to the district to implement the Pathways to Higher
Education program. The Pathways to Higher Education program proposes innovative
ways to increase the percentage of students completing their a-g requirements. With the
inclusion of this program, the number of Millikan graduates who are qualified to attend
post-secondary educational institutions will increase. The Pathways to Higher Education
program proposal is a direct reflection of the Long Beach Unified School District High
School Initiative that ensures that Oall high school students will graduate prepared for
higher education and work without need of remediationO.

Despite the commuter aspect and transportation limitations of our school population,
students are involved in over 80 clubs, student government, site-based management, a
comprehensive coed sports program, visual and performing arts, in addition to a
minimum of 40 hours of service learning. As evidenced by their sponsorship and
participation in these extra-curricular activities, faculty members demonstrate a deep
commitment to character education both in and out of the classroom. In fact, Millikan
hosted a site visit during the National Service Learning Conference, chosen to provide
Oan amazing opportunity for conference participants to see service learning in actionO. In
addition, parents are visibly invested in our learning community through involvement in
numerous support organizations, ranging from Site Council, PTSA and Booster
Organizations, to Smaller Learning Community advocacy.

Our community partners such as British Petroleum, Boeing, Verizon, and the Long Beach
Education Foundation, among others, clearly support the educational endeavors at



Millikan High School. Their financial contributions in excess of $250,000 in the last
three years and active involvement in all aspects of campus life testify to a deep
dedication to the premise that all students can learn and succeed.

WASC Accreditation History

Millikan High School has consistently received six year accreditation term with a three
year review, or six year clear accreditation ratings during its 50 year history. During the
2002 accreditation Millikan High School received a six year term with a three year
review.

Vision

Millikan is a community that Opromotes academic excellence, personal integrity,

and essential life skills for allO.All stakeholders share in the vision and work together
to provide an infrastructure that sustains and nurtures a culture of collaboration and
success. The entire Millikan community has embraced our mission to provide Oan
engaging and challenging learning environment that encourages academic excellence,
provides the opportunity for successful career preparation, fosters a sense of social
responsibility, and develops the personal qualities and skills necessary for success in
lifeO.

The vision statement was adopted by our site-based decision-making team after many
discussions among the entire faculty, community partners, and educational consultants.
In conjunction with this vision, the implementation of Smaller Learning Communities at
Millikan High School provided the impetus for ALL stakeholders to take part in the
design of rigorous academic programs.

In an effort to make the Expected Schoolwide Learning Results (ESLROs) a more
accessible part of the school communityOs vocabulary, the Millikan staff decided to
change the wording to Essential Life Skills. MillikanOs Essential Life Skills are spelled
out in the acronym RAMHI.

Who Are the Students?

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Special Education

Millikan High School has one of the largest special education populations in the district
with over 300 designated students. One of the distinguishing factors to our special
education program is that it has been departmentalized for the past three years. The great
majority of special education students are mainstreamed with the exception of the
Moderate to Severe disabled students who are in special day classes. There are 141
Resource Special Education (RSP) students, 93 Mild to Moderate students, 44 Moderate
to Severe students, and 27 Emotionally Disturbed students. Millikan also has an elevator,
handicapped parking, and Braille classroom labeling, in addition to other modifications
making us 504 compliant.

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Language Proficiency

The languages spoken on campus are varied; however, 50% of students at Millikan High
School speak English only. The English Language Learning (ELL) community is
decreasing while the Fluent English Proficient (FEP) students are increasing. During the
2005-2006 school year, 13% of the ELL population spoke Spanish, and 2% spoke a
language other than Spanish (Khmer, Tagalog, Laotian, Vietnamese, other). Finally, the
rate of redesignation for FEP is relatively constant considering the total student
population fluctuations. The language pool at Millikan High School is a mirror to the
greater Long Beach community.

The 2005-2006 school year saw a 13.4% increase in students who qualify for free or
reduced price lunches. At the beginning of the 2006-2007 school year, 58% of the
students qualified for free or reduced price lunches. Though socioeconomic information
is not available for our students, the Millikan student body is a close representation of the
greater Long Beach community. 51% of the household incomes in our district lie below
the $50,000 mark. Also, 57% of the households in LBUSD are renters as opposed to
property owners.

Parental Education Status

The parental educational level of our students is a reflection of the diverse set of
circumstances from which our students originate. According to data collected from the
2006 CST testing, 20% of the parents of our students did not graduate from high school,
25% were high school graduates. Similar data resulted from the 2003 CST testing.
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Campus Safety

Millikan High School believes that team work is the best policy for a safe school and that
safety is everyoneOs job, both on and off campus. Millikan is proud to be one of the
safest schools in the district due largely in part to the Safe School Plan. Students, parents
and staff participate in programs celebrating ethnic diversity and recognition of

individual similarities and differences. This allows for continued growth and

understanding of the array of cultures that exist on campus. Visitors to the school are
required to present identification, sign in and out, and wear a prominently placed visitors
badge. Also, increased technical equipment enables constant communication among the
seven security officers, the campus police officer, and the classified and certificated staff.
A fair, but firm policy on discipline is in place that is consistently maintained by the staff
and supported by parents. To avoid fighting through mediation, students are encouraged
to visit the Care Center, talk to a parent, or contact a teacher, counselor, staff assistant,
administrator, or other adult if they believe physical violence may be imminent. Millikan

is a uniform only school, and students who choose to attend choose to adhere to the stated
dress code (see appendix). On a district level, assessors are in the process of conducting
a facility needs assessment for all facilities owned by the Long Beach Unified School
District.

Campus Facilities

Millikan is proud of its commitment to campus safety, cleanliness, and well equipped
facilities. The school employs nine custodians who are responsible for maintaining the
cleanliness on campus, as well as securing the buildings at the end of each day. These
employees also work after school hours and on weekends to aide with extra-curricular
activities on campus. Students are assigned to help the custodians on a volunteer basis
after lunch. Graffiti and vandalism abatement is sustained by reporting incidences
immediately so that they may be fixed and/or cleaned in a timely manner. Also,
photographic records of the graffiti or vandalism are filed to increase the ability to
identify offenders as soon as possible.

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In the beginning of the 2004-2005 school year, Millikan certificated staff , including
special education, completed a professional development survey that yielded the
following compelling results: 82% of teachers are training in writing objectives that align
to proving behaviors, 90% are Essential Elements of Effective Instruction (EEEI) trained,
68% are trained in curriculum mapping, 53% have received training in differentiation,
80% in active participation, 78% in cooperative learning, 85% in The 7-Habits of Highly
Effective People, 58% in lesson planning for block schedule, and 80% in computer
literacy. Each academy has a 7 Habits liaison that is certified to be a trainer. Also, the
classified staff is fully trained in the FISH! Philosophy.

Opportunities for professional growth are available for all certificated and classified
personnel and center primarily on the concepts embedded in our action plan. Such
training is on going and includes school-wide and district-wide professional development
days, as well as attendance at professional conferences. New ideas and reinforcement of
current teaching strategies are provided during faculty meetings. Topics have included
the matching of curriculum with California Content Standards, test data analysis, guided
reading, reading comprehension, and Essential Elements of Effective Instruction.
Teachers have also attended workshops on reciprocal teaching, literacy skills, curriculum
mapping, The 7 Habits of Highly Effective People, and intervention strategies. Staff
members attend workshops and conferences throughout the year presented by District
mentor teachers and other speakers. Teachers use instructional strategies that provide a
challenging and comprehensive curriculum as well as rich, diverse experiences for all
children. Site content area coaches make sure that all students receive current research-
based instructional strategies in reading comprehension, content area reading, and
mathematics with an emphasis on differentiation and effective heterogeneous grouping
(i.e. complex instruction). Two of the assistant principals have completed AB 75 training
through the Los Angeles County Office of Education. They provide input and training to
staff members in adopted instructional materials, technology, and data-driven instruction.

Comparing Millikan to both District-wide and State-wide percent proficiencies indicates
that we have not shown the same level of improvement over the last three years as either
the district or state. However, looking at 2006 numbers, we exceed both the overall
district and state percentages for ELA percent proficiency. We also exceed ELA percent
proficiency compared to the district and state in six subgroups, African-Americans,
Asians, Filipinos, White, Socioeconomically Disadvantaged and Students with
Disabilities.

Millikan High School serves a large number of students who speak a primary language
other than English. Over the past three years, the numbers of students taking the
California English Language Development Test (CELDT) have increased. Students who
test in the Beginning, Early Intermediate, and Intermediate levels of English language
development are automatically scheduled in a two period block of English as a Second
Language (ESL) classes. Regardless of designation, all English Language Learners will
receive a English Language Development curriculum based on their need.

Millikan English Learners performed well above district standards on the Title IIl Annual
Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAO). The AMAO 1 measures the percent of
students making annual progress in learning English. The district average for percent
meeting their AMAOQs for 2005-2006 school year was 58%. Millikan had 69% of its EL
population meet the AMAO 1. The district average for students meeting the AMAO 2
was 38%. Millikan scored two percent higher than district averages with 40% of its EL
population meeting the AMAO 2.
