2. hand lens or magnifying glass

Content Standard(s) 
Collect data in an investigation and analyze data to make a logical conclusion.
What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 

1. In this activity students will learn to explore ways to describe various objects. 
Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 
Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 

1. How do you describe an object?  What senses should you use to effectively describe something?

2. Form a hypothesis. 

Instruction: 

It is important to use all of the five senses when describing an object.  Today we are going to describe a mystery object to a partner and they have to guess what it is.  Model the activity in front of the students first.  This will allow them to see an example.
Activity: (Procedure) 

1. Work in pairs.  One student selects a mystery object in the room.  They should observe the object and look at it closely with the lens.  What color is it?  How does it feel?  What is the object’s shape and size?  Have the student that is describing the object write down as many details as possible on a sheet of paper.
2. Ask the other partner to turn around or you can blindfold them during the experiment.
3. When the first partner is done writing down the details of the object. Then switch and have the blindfolded student find an object and examine it. They will then write down as many details as possible using their 5 senses.
4. Have the students trade papers with their partner.  Encourage them to think about the descriptive words.  Now each partner is going to try and guess their partner’s mystery object.
Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 

1. What were the results?  Were you able to guess your partner’s mystery object? Could they guess yours?
2. What helped you most in guessing your partner’s object?  Discuss.
